
A Great Time to be 
Confessing

As I said in my last newsletter article, the time has come to stand behind our Statement of Confession which was adopted in June 2005.  We have to publicly show that we are not in fellowship with those defending the errors we have confessed against.  Below you will find the new practice outlined.  This will go into effect September 1, 2010.  How will it impact you?

For those on the active membership roster: Rather than asking you to fill out a communion card you will be asked to place a check beside your name on a roster that will be located on the lectern side of narthex.  This will make it much easier for the secretary to record communion attendance.  If you somehow forget to do this, please don’t stay away from the Altar for that reason.

For our regular LCMS guests:  Even though you come here regularly, even if it should be every Sunday, you will have to announce to me by phone, email, or in person before coming to the Lord’s Table.  If you live in Austin, you should transfer your membership.  If you’re a college student, I don’t expect that you would transfer but I do expect that you will help me exercise responsible pastoral oversight of the Lord’s Supper by doing me the kindness of announcing beforehand.

For one time or occasional LCMS guests: They are asked to announce prior to communing by phone, email, or in person.  If I have never met them before, they will be asked to introduce themselves before communing.  If they don’t get here in time to do that, they will not be given the Lord’s Supper.

Three Additional Matters

1)  Under this new policy, Communion will not be celebrated on the Sundays I am on vacation.   There is simply no way to do this.

2)  Guests will be passed over at the altar who have not been invited by me personally to commune.  It is a small thing to ask a guest to get here early enough to introduce themselves personally.

3)  But hasn’t everything changed with the election of a conservative LCMS president and vice-presidents?  Read our Statement of Confession.  We never said we were in a State of Confession because a particular man was president.  We objected to his statements because they were officially accepted at the 2004 Synodical convention.  I do hope and pray that a new wind of faithfulness to our agreed upon confession is blowing in the LCMS.  But the errors that we are publicly confessing against didn’t grow up overnight in the LCMS, so it is not likely they will be uprooted that quickly either.  For now, there are people the LCMS who believe, teach, and confess directly contrary to what we do.  We have no business communing at the same Altar.  We are not of one faith.

This announcement will be put on the front page of our web site and printed in bulletins.

Trinity Practices Closed Communion

As intended by Christ and as practiced by the one, holy, catholic, and apostolic Church throughout history, "closed communion" is observed here.  This means the Lord's Supper is distributed normally only to those who: 

(a) are baptized in the Name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit;

(b) have been instructed and confirmed in the truth of Holy Scriptures as taught in the Lutheran Confessions and is believed, taught, confessed and practiced at Trinity Lutheran Church; and

(c) repent of all their sins, and desire to receive God's forgiveness in this holy meal  believing that in this Sacrament, the real Body and Blood of Christ are truly distributed to them and orally received by them, giving them forgiveness of sins, life and salvation. 

GUESTS : If you are able to affirm these statements and are currently communing at a confessional Lutheran altar, you must still speak to our Pastor before receiving the Sacrament.  This can be accomplished by email, phone, or in person AT LEAST 15 MINUTES PRIOR TO THE SERVICE.  Requests made later than that cannot be considered except in a dire emergency.

To our guests unable to affirm these statements: we express our sincere interest and friendship, and assure you that it is for the spiritual welfare of all that Trinity practices closed communion.  We continue to pray for the day in which all divisions over doctrine and practice within Christ's Church are resolved. 

What I will say verbally before Communion 

We welcome all of you to our celebration of Holy Communion this morning.  Unfortunately because of the sad divisions that exist in Christianity today, we cannot invite all of you to the Lord’s Table.  Trinity practices closed Communion which means we commune active members of Trinity and those guests who have been invited to commune prior to the service.  If you are a guest and have not spoken to me today, please do not come forward to receive Communion.

How it will work Sunday Mornings

What we now use for the registration desk will be moved to the left side of the narthex.  There will be an elder on duty from 10:10 till the start of service.  He will direct visitors inquiring about Communion to speak with the pastor.  There will also be a roster of all active members of Trinity.  Members intending on communing are asked to place a check by their name.  The elder will assist them in finding their names.  This will make it easier for the church secretary to record Communion attendance.

I cannot imagine why someone would dedicate himself to a religion that provides just one of many equally valid paths to salvation. That’s why I was taken aback by my old friend Neal Boortz’ somewhat harsh treatment of a man who called his show some months ago and quoted John 14:6 as evidence that Christianity is the only path to heaven. 






Of course, Neal isn’t a pastor and he tends to do things just to get a rise out of people. So his comments weren’t nearly as objectionable as Joel Osteen’s sidestepping of the “How many paths to heaven?” question on “Larry King Live” a few years ago. 





For those who missed it, Joel was asked by Larry whether people had to know Jesus in order to get to heaven. But, for some reason, Joel couldn’t bring himself to provide the simple answer found in John 14:6. It reads as follows in the NASB translation: “Jesus said to him (Thomas), ‘I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through me.’”






 
Just in case there are any millionaire pastors out there pretending not to get it (because it may hurt their book sales), the point is also made in John 10:7-9: “So Jesus said to them again, ‘Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep. All who came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. I am the door; if anyone enters through me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture.’” 

Just in case anyone read the previous passage as saying, in effect, “I am one of many doors,” Matthew 7:13-14 is instructive: “Enter through the narrow gate; for the gate is wide and the way is broad that leads to destruction, and there are many who enter through it. For the gate is small and the way is narrow that leads to life, and there are few who find it.” 






Joel Osteen’s reply to Larry King’s question about Jewish salvation should have been addressed with a reference to the Parable of the Great Supper found in Luke 14:15-24. After rejecting Christ, Israel was shut out of the banquet. Many of those invited were killed in A.D. 70, the year the Temple fell. Luke 14:24 sums it all up (prophetically) in a single sentence: “For I tell you, none of those men who were invited shall taste of my dinner.” 




And, finally, even the wealthiest of men aspiring to be a man of God (and multi-millionaire best-selling author) cannot possibly be confused after reading Acts 4:12: “And there is salvation in no one else; for there is no other name under heaven that has been given among men by which we must be saved.” 



It should be evident to anyone having only a passing familiarity with the New Testament that Joel Osteen is simply pretending not to know the answer to the rather direct question posed to him by Larry King. At least two inter-related motives (for his decision to feign ignorance) are rather obvious. 






1. Joel is getting rich from book sales and is concerned that telling the truth about the exclusive truth claims of Christianity would result in a loss of income. It should go without saying that avoiding the truth results in a loss of souls for Christ. But Joel Osteen seems to care more about lost income than he does about lost souls. 



2. Joel Osteen has a really big church and is concerned that telling the truth about the exclusive truth claims of Christianity would result in a loss of congregants. Of course, many pastors are overly concerned with the size of their churches. When they gather at conferences, “How big is your church?” is always the question most frequently asked by one pastor to another. And, of course, the bigger churches do tend to be the wealthier ones. It all goes back to the choice between lost souls and lost income. 




Clearly, pastors who can’t figure out – or pretend to be unable to figure out - the clear meaning of John 14:6 will have some explaining to do when they reach the other side. Much is expected of those entrusted with the awesome responsibility of leading a church. 






Perhaps less is expected of the nominal Christian who flippantly dismisses the exclusive truth claims of Christianity. But, regardless, he is wrong to do so for at least two reasons: 



1. When people shy away from exclusive truth claims they reinforce a dangerous trend in our society; namely the spread of relativism as a moral philosophy. Nowadays, people so frequently utter the phrase “It’s true for you, but not for me” that the words “truth” and “belief” are seen as synonymous. They are not. 
2. The moment a nominal Christian denies John 14:6 he becomes an ex-Christian. If a man says that many religions provide a path to salvation he is, in effect, saying that Jesus was not telling the truth when he said otherwise on numerous occasions. If Jesus was not telling the truth then he did not lead a sinless life. If Jesus was not telling the truth he could not be God or even a “great moral leader” as some prefer to call Him. 

There is a powerful tendency these days for men to want to appear to be, above all things, tolerant. But G.K. Chesterton said it best when he said that tolerance is the virtue of a man without convictions. It might also be said that tolerance is the virtue of a man without salvation. Every man must choose between Truth and tolerance. He cannot choose both and expect to dine at the Great Supper.

Who Told You that You Were Naked?


That’s the second question the Lord asked of the newly fallen Adam.  The Lord came looking for His friend for their usual cool of the evening stroll in paradise, but Adam was hiding from Him.  When God asked why, Adam replied, “I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked, and I hid myself.”  “Who told you that you were naked” was the Lord’s response and it seems that question should be asked of LCMS’ “Non-white leaders.”




The March 2010 Reporter’s banner, front page headline reads “Non-white leaders share concerns, seek voice.”  This un-Gospel, un-Lutheran assumption upon which the ELCA was erected has at last reared its ugly head in the LCMS.  (Now I’m exaggerating; it’s been here since at least 1981. 1981 Resolution 6-20A “To Consider Employment of Black Faculty and Professional Staff,” (1981 Proceedings, 193)  encouraged all colleges and seminaries to consider “employment of at least one Black faculty or professional staff member.”)  So in some respects when the ELCA, founded in 1988, was built upon a quota system for synodical conventions they were yesterday’s news.  But they carried it a step further; they made racial representation a law.  There had to be a certain percentage of women, minorities, etc.  In light of last summer’s convention, does that mean a certain number of gays, lesbians, bisexuals, and transgender people must now be delegates?



From whence the impetus to establish the multi-headed Leviathan of “equal representation” in the LCMS?  You can’t say LCMS World Relief started the idea; you can say they paid for the event where the idea was spawned.  According to the Reporter, The “multi-ethnic symposium” was sponsored by “the Synod’s Board for Black Ministry Services, the Black Clergy Caucus, National Mission Affiliates, the Center for Hispanic Studies, and national Mission Executives, with funding from LCMS World Relief and Human Care” (March 2010, 1, emphasis added).    I would have thought the majority of their funds, not loaned to Ablaze!, would be in Haiti and Chile. Silly me.
Again I ask,  who told our non-white brothers and sisters in Christ that they were missing something essential?  Are they really lacking because they don’t have enough seats on the convention floor? Is their Lutheranism or Christianity second class because they don’t have them? I’ve been a pastor in the LCMS for 26 years; I’ve never been a delegate to a synodical convention.  Moreover, of the twenty-something resolutions that I have sent in not one has made it to the convention floor. Where are my concerns?  Where’s my voice?





This road is not easily retreated from or repented of.  From now on we’re going to have to start hyphenating what type of Lutheran we are.  And to be “fair”, a word of Law not Gospel, we’re going to have everyone represented according to the exact percentage their group is found in the LCMS.  If all the Black Lutherans in America (70,000) are members of the LCMS that means they should have about 3 % of the delegates.  For the 2007 convention of the 1,250 delegates about 38 would’ve been black.  But is that 100% black or can some be less; than again should we have another group for mixed race?


The travesty here is that we white people will think we’re really addressing the problem of racism by the LAW of delegate representation.  And it will be impossible to put this genie back in its bottle.  Now no matter who you are, unless you’re clothed with the mantle of equal representation your concerns are not known and your voice is not heard.  Yes, while there is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female in Christ (Galatians 3:26), He doesn’t clothe skin color.  White is white and non-white is lacking something.
When I arrived at a parish in Detroit, I was admonished by the school principal that I had to be color blind.  I could not think and certainly not speak in terms of black and white, and until I did I was really still a racist.  Some twenty years later, the official organ of the LCMS speaks this way in the name of equality.
 Truthfully, I will never be free of the sin of racism or any other sin apart from robes of Jesus’ blood and righteousness.  This is what I need to be clothed with not the fig leaves of synodical representation.

White House rollback


On President Obama’s third day in office he began a rollback of long-standing pro-life policies. With the anniversary of Roe  v. Wade at hand, Obama announced he would reverse the executive order known as the “Mexico City Policy,” which barred abortion advocacy by overseas groups receiving U.S. funds. In February, he reversed a Bush-enacted federal regulation offering conscience protections to healthcare professionals who are morally opposed to performing certain procedures. In March, he targeted stem cells, lifting President Bush’s limits on the federal funding of stem-cell research and rescinding a Bush executive order that prohibited funding of embryonic stem cells. That month he also reinstated funding of the UN’s population fund, UNFPA, halted by Congress and past presidents over UNFPA’s ongoing support of China’s one-child policy. U.S. contribution to UNFPA in 2009: $50 million. UNFPA spending in China: $6.8 million. A 2009 investigation by the Population Research Institute found evidence of ongoing forced sterilizations and forced abortions in countries of China considered “models” of family planning by UNFPA.

The Short Fall

As of June 30, 2009, the last fiscal year end of the Synod, the $59 Million met worth of the synod was broken down as follows: 

· Permanently restricted.

$23 million

· Temporarily restricted.

$33 million

What do the above amounts mean? Since the undesignated balance is negative (deficit), this means the Synod is borrowing funds from temporarily restricted assets to pay current bills for the general operations of the Synod. An example: during the last six years, our members and congregations have made contributions for Tsunami, Katrina, and Haiti disaster relief. These are funds that are temporarily restricted and spent as the Board of Human Care and World Relief determines the need. At times these unspent funds totaled $6 to $10 million. These funds were commingled with the other funds of the Synod and temporarily used to fund Synod operations. Without these funds the Synod may have needed to use short term lines of credit to meet its operating needs. 


In the past nine years the deficit has grown from $3 million in 2001 to over $14 million in 2009. This trend can not continue. Operating budgets need to be balanced and actually show a profit in order to restore the deficit to a positive net worth.

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Locus and Focus: God’s will for you daily life

Let each person lead the life that the Lord has assigned to him, and to which God has called him. – 1 Corinthians 7: 17 


Do you know God’s will for your daily life? Apparently, most Christians don’t. Christian publishers have discovered that Christian Living equals cash and Self-help sells best. Christians will pay handsomely to find God’s will for their lives. 


Now, the only way to definitively know God’s will is through His Word, the Bible. But the Bible doesn’t prescribe every detail of your daily life, does it? Does this mean that God’s will for your daily life is a mystery? No. Does this mean that you have to look for a sign from God to know what to do at any given moment? No. 


The unspoken assumption goes something like, “Well, if God’s will were obvious, everyone would know what it is, right? Wrong. Contrary to what almost every book or tape on the market will tell you, God’s will for your daily life is obvious. The only reason we don’t know what it is because we ignore the obvious. 


God shows you His will every day in a hundred ways. His will is right there under your nose. His will is as close as your spouse, your kids, your family, your friends and your co-workers. His will is right there, where you are and where they are. 


It’s all about Vocation (Calling). The Bible’s teaching of Vocation is that God has assigned you a station in life. Your station is that place where God has but you to live in faith toward Him and in love toward your neighbor.1 

Locus: Where Am I? 


Think about it this way. You are in your car, driving to work. There, behind the wheel, what does God want you to do? Does He want you to read your Bible? No. It’s obvious. Reading and driving at the same time are dangerous (and probably illegal). As good as Bible reading is, this is not the time. It is God’s will that you keep your eyes on the read and your mind on the traffic.  This is God’s will for your life at this moment. 


Does God want you to detour to the local soup kitchen and feed the homeless? Or stop by the church to pray for an hour or two? No and no. It’s obvious. Remember, you are on your way to work. Feeding the homeless and going to church are great, but now is not the time. It is God’s will that you get to your job on time and put in a good day’s work. This is God’s will for your life at this moment. 


This example might seem a bit silly, but it really isn’t. Think of how it plays out throughout the rest of the day. You are at work. What is God’s will for you while you are there? It’s obvious. It is God’s will that you do your job. You get home in the evening. What is God’s will for you now? It’s obvious. Help your wife, hug your kids, feed the cat and take out the trash. Now it’s bedtime. What is God’s will for you? It’s obvious. Lock the house, put out the cat, check on the kids, set your alarm and go to bed. 


This really isn’t that complicated. At any given moment in life, 99% of the time, God’s will is obvious based on that simple question, “Where am I?” This isn’t rocket- science (unless, of course, you are a rocket scientist). 

Focus: Who Is My Neighbor?


Now think about all the different roles God has given you to live out. Are you a father, mother, son, daughter, citizen, employee, employer or friend?   You are probably several of these things all at once. All of these roles are relationships with other people. These other people are what the Bible calls your “neighbors”. 


Neighbors are very important. Remember, God has put you where you are at any given moment to live in faith toward Him and in love toward your neighbor. I once heard a very wise theologian say, “Love finds its task in the need of my neighbor.” It’s obvious, and it’s true. Your station in life is not only about Where you are, it’s also about Whom you are with. 


Again, this really isn’t that complicated. At any given moment in life, 99% of the time, God’s will is obvious based on the simple question, “Who is my neighbor?” This isn’t brain surgery (unless, of course, you are a brain surgeon). 

The Comfort Of Vacation 


Are you beginning to realize how comforting this way of understanding God’s will is? Most of us have lived day to day in quiet desperation over God’s will for our lives. And there it was, under our noses all along. 


Now, this means that we have to change the way we think about God’s will. Paul writes: 

By grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; not as a result of works, that no one should boast. For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them. 2 


Why do we agonize so much over God’s will? Isn’t it because we secretly think that it is up to us to please God with our own good works? But nothing could be further from the truth. It isn’t up to you to please God. This is what Grace is all about. God is already pleased with you because of Jesus’ good works, Jesus’ perfect obedience and Jesus’ death and resurrection. Jesus did all of this for you. In fact, God couldn’t be more pleased with you than He already is for Jesus’ sake. 


Why do we worry so over God’s will? Isn’t it because we think that God’s will has to be big and flashy, spectacular and out of the ordinary? We have been convinced that God doesn’t care about the mundane details of our lives. But He does.

In fact, it is in those mundane details of your life that God has given you the good works He has prepared for you to do. Luther once wrote: 


What you do in your house is worth as much as if you did it up in heaven for our Lord God… We should accustom ourselves to think of our position and work as sacred and well- pleasing to God, not on account of the Word and faith from which the obedience and the work flow…Now you tell me, when a father goes ahead and washes diapers or performs some other mean task for his child, and someone ridicules him as an effeminate fool--- though that father is acting in the spirit just described and in Christian faith---- my dear fellow you tell me, Which 
of the two is most keenly ridiculing the other? God, with all his angels and creatures is smiling ---- not because the father is washing diapers, but because he 
is doing so in Christian faith. 3


But no, instead of seeing the will of God right there under my nose, in the needs of my wife, kids, family, co-workers, I speculate about God’s will. I invent things to do that I think would please God. These self-invented works, no matter how much good they might do, are not good works at all. They haven’t come from faith in what Jesus has done for me to please God, but from a futile attempt to please God myself. 


God doesn’t need my works; I don’t need them either. But my neighbor does need them. Luther puts it this way: 


Although I am an unworthy and condemned person, my God has given me in Christ all the riches of righteousness and salvation without any merit on my part, out of pure, free mercy, so that from now on I need nothing except faith which believes that this is true. Why should I not therefore freely, joyfully with all my heart and with an eager will do all things which I know are pleasing and acceptable to such a Father who has overwhelmed me with his inestimable riches? I will therefore give myself as a Christ to my neighbor, just as Christ offered himself to me; I will do nothing in this life except what I see in necessary, 
profitable, and salutary to my neighbor, since through faith I have an abundance of all good things in 
  Christ. 4 


Sadly, a lot of the books and tapes we’ve bought to help us find God’s will were really just teaching us to do a lot of self-invented works that didn’t please God or help our neighbor. 

Christian Freedom


When a Christian wants to know what God’s will is, he need look no further than to his station in life and his neighbor’s needs. This is enough to keep the Christian busy for the rest of his life. The Christian is free to turn his attention to his neighbor because the Christian no longer needs to worry about pleasing God. 


Don’t get me wrong, this isn’t a license to sin. It is freedom to live before God by faith, and before the neighbor in love. And this is the best kind of freedom there is. It is the freedom of sins completely forgiven, the freedom of being declared right with God, the freedom to devote myself to someone else other than myself. It is freedom from self-invented works, freedom from worrying about whether or not God is pleased with me, and freedom from self-centered, self-serving works. 

Not Without Sin


Will the life lived before God by faith and before my neighbor in love be a perfect life? Absolutely not. First, my faith is never what it should be. I daily fall into the sin of trusting myself and not Jesus. And I never trust Jesus completely. Second, my love for my neighbor is never what it should be. I daily fall into the sin of serving myself and not my neighbor. And I never serve my neighbor as I should. 


The only person Who ever lived before God and man perfectly is Jesus. He is without sin. I am not. And this is good. This brings us full circle, back to where Christian vocation begins. Again, Paul writes: By grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; not as a result of works, that no one should boast. 


This is the best thing about finding God’s will in your life. When you find it, right there under your nose you realize that your place in life, the neighbors you find in it, and the works God has prepared for you to do, are also a gift of God. God has given them to you to point you away from yourself. God has given them to you to show you that you can’t depend on your works. God has given them to you to turn your attention back to the only thing that pleases Him: the works that Jesus has done for you.

One afternoon they went to a movie. They entered the theater and noticed several other couples. As they made their way to their seats, there was a smattering of applause. Bobby raised his hand and acknowledged the recognition. 
After the movie, one of the patrons approached Coach Bowden and said, “You may not know why we were applauding you when you entered the theater. The fact is that they won’t start the movie here until a minimum number of people show up. And you got us over the minimum!”
